CABOOLTURE JUNIOR RUGBY UNION - 2015 PLAYER REGISTRATION FEES & REFUND POLICY
Following an extensive review of the current club costs against registration fees the Management Committee have set the 2015 fees to be as competitive and low cost as possible. These fees are much lower when compared with other Brisbane clubs and clubs in our region1.  We have identified that larger clubs with more members can charge lesser fee levels as the known one off costs such as field light and ground marking/maintenance or team fees can be diluted within a bigger pool of participants.  To reduce club fees it is in our interests to increase our membership!  We have therefore geared incentives around increasing our membership as a result.  Any player who brings a new player to the club will receive a 25% discount towards their fees. To be eligible any new player MUST be achieve full registration (fully financial), the discount will be applied retrospectively by way of a cash back to the player responsible for generating the new member.
The intention in providing a fee is to: guarantee full cost recovery to guarantee that every player can take the field in the BJRU or QSRU Competition through the whole season, ensure the club is administered at the highest levels, to provide sufficient financial reserves to maintain cash flow and underpin the Club for subsequent years.  The earned income from fund-raising and sponsorships (especially for the provision of club jerseys and infrastructure development) also ensures the effective operations of the Club and guarantees our future viability.

REGISTRATION FEE REFUND POLICY (U8-U18 used to create scenarios, will differ slightly for age groups categorised above).  Playing kit inventory differs between Junior and Senior and will be applied accordingly.
i. If a player leaves any time before first grading game of the season - full refund less shop cost price of playing kit ($85) which the player retains.  
ii. If a player leaves before the first competition game of the season - full refund less administrative fee of $30 and the shop cost price of club playing and training kit given - retained by the departing player ($85) a debit of $30 + $85 ($115). 

iii. If a player leaves within one month of first competition game - 75% refund (being $165) less shop cost of club kit given - retained by the departing player ($85) a total debit of $140 and return of $80
iv. If a player leaves more than one month after first game - no refund. 

v. If a player starts before June/July holidays - full registration fee. 

vi. If a player starts after June/July holidays - 50% of the registration fee for that year ($110) and purchase of kit at shop price ($85)
PLAYER TRANSFERS 
Players who transfer to another club participating in the BJRU or QSRU competitions shall not be required to pay the ARU/QRU/Insurance levies a second time. The most efficient means of transfer is to seek a refund of fees from the ‘departing’ club and pay registration fees as required by Caboolture Rugby Club. The transfer requires the written agreement of the Club President(s) or Registrar(s). Players who do not transfer to another Club participating in the BJRU or QSRU competition will be refunded the appropriate fee amount under conditions i) or ii) or iii) above. The Club will address special consideration requests for refunds on a case by case basis.
1 Comparative Fees charged at Brisbane Clubs: $250 (Pine Rivers), $270 (Albany Creek), $275 (Wests), $285 (Easts), and $295 (Brothers). 

2 Based on 2014 rates with some likelihood of a marginal increase. 

3 Based on ARU/QRU & Gow Gates Insurers 2015 per player rate 

4 Apparel consists of the club training shirt, shorts, socks & Polo. For club identity and consistency it is a requirement that all players wear official club kit. 

5 The Caboolture Rugby Club provide key club volunteers such as coaches & managers with official club kit at no cost to help foster volunteer satisfaction & recognition. The current total cost of the provision of coaches jackets ($85) and polo’s ($35) is $120. This cost is distributed amongst the player membership and subsidised by the club.

6 This fee represents a real cost of 4.0% of the total costed registration fee. The admin cost covers stationery, communications, travel, hire costs, bad debts, and discounted fees for multiple family members etc. 

7 The second player fee represents a discount of $25. The discount for 3rd player is $50 off the 2nd  player fee. This fee is in accordance with the policy of attracting whole families and the values inherent in the concept of community rugby.
